The Tanque Verde Valley Weedwackers began pulling buffelgrass on a monthly basis on Beat Back Buffelgrass Day, March 1, 2008. Our overall area, the Tanque Verde Valley, is bounded by Irvington Rd. on the south, Pantano Rd. on the west, the Catalina Mountains on the north and the Rincon Mountains on the east.  
The City of Tucson has been willing to let us work sites within their boundaries that are also within the Tanque Verde Valley as long as we are supervised by the non-profit organization, Tucson Clean and Beautiful. Currently we have adopted two streets, Irvington Rd. and Camino Seco Rd., and the Atterbury Wash. The general location of these sites is bounded by Irvington Rd. on the south, Pantano Rd. on the west, Golf Links Rd. on the north, Camino Seco Rd. on the east.  
Once we have pulled grasses in a particular area, one of our volunteers, a licensed sprayer, sprays herbicide on any new grasses which emerge allowing us to avoid repulling the same area.  As a result we have successfully pulled and herbicided the south side of Irvington Road from Pantano Rd. to Camino Seco Rd., two city blocks on Camino Seco south from Golf Links Rd., and the entire Atterbury Wash from Stella Rd. south to Escalante Rd.
Our objective in 2010 is to continue pulling on both sides of Camino Seco Rd. going south until we reach Irvington Rd.  Once we have accomplished this extensive pull, we will continue east on the south side of Irvington Rd. until we reach Houghton Rd. (A space twice as long as the space we have already covered on Irvington Rd.)  Hopefully we won't need to repull any of these areas. Our volunteer herbicide applicator has sprayed new growth on the Irvington Rd. site at least three times and the Atterbury Wash two times from January 2009 to February 2010. All of these roadways have very deep shoulders sometimes as much as 50-75 feet.
